 皆さんは帝京大学のラグビー部は他の大学のラグビー部より断然強くて、今８連覇していることをご存知ですか。8連覇しているというこ

る人が、あまり出来ない人を馬鹿にせずに優しく教えてあげたり、年上の人が年下の人に威張らずに優しく接して上げると、そのグループは

みんなが強くなったり、良くなったりするのではないかと思います。 

 上の立場の人が良い見本を見せると、下の立場の人は上の人を見習い尊敬して意欲も出てきて自主的に練習するようになり、その

時々の判断も良くなり、試合も強くなるのではないかと思います。これが帝京大学のラグビー部が圧倒的に強い理由ではないかと私は思っ

ています。皆さん方はラグビー部の所属ではありませんが、帝京ロンドン学園の生徒で、帝京グループの一員です。よく出来る人や、真面

目な人や、良き先輩を見習って、やがてみんなが世の中の為に役立つ、心の強い人に育っていただきたいと思います。皆さんには、これから

の世の中が期待しています。その為にも先生方のおっしゃることをよく聞いてしっかり勉強してください.
