For the second goal, the students cooperated well and supported each other. Throughout the trip,
there were big challenges like navigating the public bus system around Brighton or even deciding
where to go for lunch but everyone communicated well. In the final day’s activity, the students really
had to show their teamwork skills by working together to build a raft and then paddle it across a
lagoon. There were some interesting raft designs and lots of heated discussion. In the end, although
there were varying levels of success, all the teams managed to make it across the lagoon in some
shape or form!

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On the first day of their school trip, Ko2 and Ko3 students visited The Iron
Bridge in Telford: A UNESCO World/English Heritage site and symbol of The
Industrial Revolution. Opened in 1781, it was the first major bridge in the

The students enjoyed crossing over this iconic
structure as well as exploring the village for souvenirs and a bite to eat for

lunch. After lunch, the students continued their journey to Liverpool.
Soon after arriving in Liverpool, the students headed to the quayside to visit the Maritime Museum.
Inside, the students could learn more about Liverpool’s seafaring past as well as Liverpool’s
significant role in the Titanic story. On the top floor of the museum, the students had an opportunity
to see many different collections and learn more about the history of international slavery.
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On day 4, the students got up bright and early to visit New Lanark Mill, a UNESCO World Heritage
Site and working mill that spins its own organic wool, creates its own hydro-electric power, and
makes its own ice-cream.
